As a
culture, we are in a moment of truth-telling. The structures that have marginalized groups of people have been
laid bare, and these groups are now telling their own stories and enacting their own visions for the future.

We
can listen as we uplift and amplify other voices, and learn, and guide our actions with the knowledge we gain.

If you have some time this winter, take a moment to learn about whose land we live on
and the people who are still connected to this place. We all have a lot to learn from listening.
