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Sustainable Moab—Streetlight Conversion Project

The City of Moab passed a new lighting ordinance in 2019 to promote efficient, effec-
tive lighting and eliminate light straying up into the sky or into a neighboring residence.
The ordinance will take effect in 2024, and the City is leading the way in coming into
compliance. Our current streetlights are being replaced because they are not energy
efficient and do not comply with the lighting ordinance. These new LED lights direct
light down onto the street with a more controlled light pattern, which eliminates uplight FE R
into the sky and makes our streets safer and better illuminated while also saving up to night skies
75% in energy costs. '

Not less lighting;
Better lighting!
